     B.  Provide written report listing conditions detrimental to the performance of work in

     this section.  Do not proceed with installation until unsatisfactory conditions have

     been resolved.  

3.02 Installation 

     A.  Comply with manufacturer’s instruction for particular conditions of installation 

           in each case.
     B.  Apply to a clean, dry surface

     C.  Cut tip to suggested bead size.  Apply at a 45 degree angle then “tool” bead into place after 3-5 minutes.
     D.  Superior adhesion to wood, glass, metal and masonry.  

3.04 Material Storage and Protection 
     Protect sealant tubes from damage and from freezing prior to installation.   
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
