B. Label for insulation packages to include material name, production date and/or product code.

1.06 Limitations
A. Do not use unfaced insulation in exposed applications where there is potential for skin contact 

       and irritation.

B. Kraft facings will burn and must not be left exposed.  The facing must be in substantial contact 

      with the unexposed surface of the ceiling, wall or floor finish.

Verify that project

           drawings comply with installation requirements.

     B.  Provide written report listing conditions detrimental to the performance of work in

     this section.  Do not proceed with installation until unsatisfactory conditions have

     been resolved.  

3.02 Installation 

     A.  Comply with manufacturer’s instruction for particular conditions of installation 

           in each case.

     B.  Between wood studs

     Friction-fit unfaced insulation between studs after cover material has been installed 

     on one side of the cavity.  When faced insulation is used, staple attachment flanges

     to face or side (preferred) of stud every 8 to 12 inches to hold in place.

3.03 Installation – Vapor retarder 
     This insulation is for interior wall use only.  
     The Kraft paper for this product is NOT a vapor retarder.

     NOT recommended for exterior walls.

3.04 Material Storage and Protection 
     Protect insulation from damage and from becoming wet before, during and after installation.   
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
